Active Waiting… 
 The Second Vatican Council reflects upon 
the relationship between the coming of Christ and our activi-
ty to prepare for it. In the Constitution on the Church in the 
Modern World, we read, "Far from diminishing our concern 
to develop this earth, the expectancy of a new earth should 
spur us on, for it is here that the body of a new human fami-
ly grows, foreshadowing in some way the age which is to 
come....When we have spread on earth the fruits of our na-
ture and our enterprise -- human dignity, brotherly commun-
ion and freedom -- according to the command of the Lord 
and in his Spirit, we will find them once again, cleansed this 
time from the stain of sin, illuminated and transfigured, when 
Christ presents to his Father an eternal and universal king-
dom...." (#39). In other words, the spirit of Advent should 
naturally bolster our pro-life efforts, and the progress we 
make in promoting human dignity becomes the "building 
blocks" for the eternal kingdom.
