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RESPECT LIFE MESSAGE 
Pope Benedict’s Encyclical - "God is Love" 

 Pope Benedict XVI says the following 
words in his first encyclical letter “God is Love”: “In sacra-
mental communion I become one with the Lord, like all the 
other communicants. As Saint Paul says, “Because there is 
one bread, we who are many are one body, for we all par-
take of the one bread” (1 Cor 10:17). Union with Christ is 
also union with all those to whom he gives himself. I cannot 
possess Christ just for myself; I can belong to him only in 
union with all those who have become, or who will become, 
his own. … Love of God and love of neighbour are now truly 
united: God incarnate draws us all to himself. … Here the 
usual contraposition between worship and ethics simply falls 
apart. “Worship” itself, Eucharistic communion, includes the 
reality both of being loved and of loving others in turn. A 
Eucharist which does not pass over into the concrete prac-
tice of love is intrinsically fragmented” (n. 14). These words 
remind us of our calling to love all our neighbors, born and 
unborn.
